Our state Manipur, as it is a border State, should demand
for declaring as a foreign trade centre not less than the status
of SEZ in place of bartering system of limited items and thus
efforts for the acceleration of the export growth would be
stengthened. To intensify the knowledge of the Foreign Trade,
a training centre under the DGFT ( Director General of Foreign
Trade) should be opened in this state.
